Club of Bologna: a new president with 25 years of history
The prestigious assembly of agricultural mechanics authorities are celebrating the twenty-fifth anniversary at EIMA International with the nomination of Paolo Balsari as president to succeed Luigi Bodria. 
The 26th assembly of the Club of Bologna members opened their work meeting today at the agricultural machinery exposition, EIMA International running in the Bologna trade fair. This international task force created on a FederUnacoma initiative now counts 98 specialists from 37 countries with ties to universities, research institutes, manufacturing industries, federations and associations consultancies and international organizations. These experts are all dedicated to research and debating for producing documents and recommendations for correctly undertaking work on agricultural mechanization in the most diverse areas of the world.
This year, the work of the club is mainly addressed to agricultural mechanics and the analyses generated over the 25 years since the club was founded, in a document edited by Professor Luigi Bodria and Marco Fiala for the publication of this history. The eight chapters of this book tell the story of the club’s activities in agricultural mechanization activities in the main areas of the world, North and South America, China, India, Europe and Africa. In this opening session of the work of the club’s  Organizing Committee, a new president was elected to take over from Prof. Luigi Bodria who had reached the term of his mandate and was honored by a plaque expressing appreciation for his work as president. Newly elected to a four-year term to replace him was Paolo Balsari, an associate professor on the faculty of the University of Turin Agrarian Mechanics Department. The first step taken by the new president was to name Professor Marco Fiala of the University of Milan as vice president to continue in the office he has held for a number of years.    
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
