40th edition of EIMA International through the starting gate

Minister Mario Catania opened the 40th edition of the world exposition of agricultural mechanization. Yesterday came the advance preview of the EIMA Components Salon and today the floodlights were trained on technological innovations and new products as well as on the opening of a schedule of theme workshops, conferences and studies organized within the framework of the review. 

Minister for Agricultural and Forestry Policy Mario Catania today opened the 40th EIMA International exposition, the great review of agricultural mechanization running in the Bologna trade fair center from November 7th to the 11th with the participation of 1,750 manufacturing industries arriving from fifty countries. Record-breaking figures for the Bologna event with an exhibition area of 140,000 m(.

So the numbers are massive for bringing to life a review coming not only as an appointment for a meeting of supply and demand but also an occasion for monitoring the mechanization market and the implementation of policies for the sector. 

Speaking at a press conference held on the eve of the opening of the trade fair event, FederUnacoma President Massimo Goldoni said, “The countries reporting the best market trends for agricultural machinery are those which display a positive economic trend and thus have the possibility to activate specific policies for agriculture and mechanization.”

Yesterday, November the 6th, EIMA International staged an important preview with the updated opening of the salon dedicated to components according to the wishes of the organizers to facilitate business contacts and make them more productive. At the starting line is a packed program of events including a conference on the issue ISOBUS Technologies sponsored by FederUnacoma/Comacomp in collaboration with Club Meccatronica.

On the inaugural day of the Bologna exposition, spotlights were trained on technological innovations in the display New Technologies 2012, featuring sixteen award-winning machines and forty-five tapped for special mentions, and on the Tractor of the Year 2013 award. This prize went to the Deutz-Fahr Agrotron 7250 TTV which also captured The Golden Tractor for the Design recognition. The New Holland T4060F was tapped as the Best of Specialists. Also prominent were the new features of products presented at the pair of press conferences for unveiling the latest creations from Merlo and Laverda. For the occasion, the Laverda lineup was given an exceptional introduction with the appearance of Miss Italia, Giusy Burscemi. 

On the front of studies of specific issues, more than 100 events have been organized for the exposition and promoted by institutions, professional associations and companies working in various merchandise sectors as well as publishing groups in the sector. Coming to the stage today was the meeting set up by Il Sole 24 Ore on the theme Systems and Technologies for the Sustainable Management of the Land linked to the Let us Sustain Sustainability project which refers to extensive full field crops. The project calls for serious work, agronomic procedures and virtuous management from the financial and environmental points of view. On the same issue of sustainability, INTA, the National Institute of Agriculture Technology, set up a meeting entitled, Successful Direct - No Till Planting System in Argentina and Il Sole 24 Ore Media sponsored Biogas and Biomass, New Incentives and New Opportunities, a meeting in which relaters updated new regimes coming in January 1, 2012, for renewable energy resources. Also starting up was a cycle of seminars on on-the-job safety and access to credit put together by the Informatore Agrario/Mad and the Macchine Agricole Domani publications. 

The EIMA International starting day also included the opening of the EIMA M.i.A. Salon onmultifunctional agriculture aimed at raising farm incomes through boosting the multifunctional capabilities these enterprises. The issues taken up in the five seminars held today were: Anaerobic Digestion: Economic Sustainability for Farming Enterprises; Social Vegetable Crops, A Sustainable Production Activity led by Francesco Boyer from the Parco di Monza Agrarian School; Agri-Business Club (ABC) Project and Training and Support with Gianluca Cristoni and Valentino Di Pisa; Hydroseeding: New Techniques for Installing Technical, Ornamental and Sports Grounds led by Fabrizio Ingegnoli and Waters and Plains and Mountain Landscapes following in the Footsteps of Leonardo da Vinci managed by Giulia Alberti. 

Also featured on the opening day were the ENAMA sponsored events with the start of the Eco-Drive event organized in connection with the Efficienent 20 project which will continue through the run of the exposition. Among the conferences organized by the National Agricultural Mechanization Agency are those on the themes Regulations on Noise, Vibrations and Professional Illnesses in the Use of Agricultural Machinery, Biogas and Biomethene: Potential for Development of Production Chain in Farm Setting and Initial Results for Use in Agriculture of Biodegradable Lubricants from Renewable Resources.
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
