Also up for notice were the ITHREU Project, Italy-Croatia: A Partnership for Europe featured in a seminar entitled, Green Marketing for the Promotion of the Land, and the closing meeting of the Club of Bologna focused on analyses of the international agricultural mechanization scenarios.
