EIMA International: Altan’s Pimpa takes the field for the Mozambique project
The famous Italian cartoonist Altan designed an illustration for backing the AfricHandProject and a collection of funds for Mozambique at the international agricultural machinery exposition underway in Bologna. 
The celebrated sweet cartoon dog Pimpa with drooping ears and white livery with spots of red has stepped out of its fantasy role created by Altan to become the testimonal figure for the AfricaHandProject for Mozambique. The project for the country hard hit by poverty and conflict is sponsored by CEFA for building a dairy products production chain. The image of the lady dog is stamped on T-shirts and gadgets for sale for funds raised these days at the EIMA International agricultural machinery review underway in the Bologna Trade Fair Center. The popular cartoonist Altan donated his character to the cause in the pose of Pimpa offering food to a puppy representing an African child. 
Another strongly efficient gesture of support for the same cause has also come from film director Enrico Carlesi who directed the Milk Supply Chain: A Future for Mozambique documentary shot in the country’s second city, Beira, where the dairy facility is to be installed. 
For the closing day of the five-day run of EIMA International tomorrow the trade fair quarters are expecting crowds of business people, farmers, contractors as well as enthusiasts of greenery and engines and the campaign for an awareness of the AfricaHandProject for Mozambique will come to an end. This initiative was set in motion yesterday in an event which brought in the participation of MEP Cécile Kyenge, vice president of the European Commission ACP and former Italian Minister for Integration in the 2013–14 Letta Cabinet, the FOCSIL President Gianfranco Cattani, the CEFA President Patrizia Frolini, the Granarolo president Giampiero Calzolari and FederUnacoma President Massimo Goldoni with Giovanni Beccari acting and moderator.  
The AfricHandProject project was carried on in the pavilions and for the entire day today with the collection of funds to send to Mozambique which was continued with sales of T-shirts bearing the Altan cartoon in four locations manned by CEFA volunteers. The project is to be coordinated by CEFA with the cooperation of the Alliance of Cooperatives, the Italian Association of Livestock Raisers, the Mozambique Associations Consortium. CooperMondo, Granarolo, the Emilia Romagna Region and FederUnacoma for building the dairy supply chain with help expected to come in the following months from international cooperation financing.
