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Farm Equipment: Janus-Faced Market

Figures available on the eve of EIMA International outline a new geography of farm equipment markets:  the emerging countries’ formidable growth matched by the advanced industrial countries’ falling sales — in India, sales of over 400,000 tractors, almost three times the number sold in the United States and Europe, where Italy followed the trend with 14.5% fewer tractors sold in the first ten months of 2010. UNACOMA’s president, Massimo Goldoni, urges incentives, rural development plans, measures for machine safety, environmental impact
The economic crisis has hit hard at agricultural equipment sales in Western countries, while there is an incessant growth in demand in the emerging nations, the president of UNACOMA, Massimo Goldoni, said at a press conference to open the EIMA International industrial at Bologna fair area. 

Citing the latest figures available on the fair’s eve, he reported that the US market is still stagnating after the big losses of 2009, while tractor sales registered a significant reduction in the first three quarters of the year in the main European countries: -28.7% in France, -11.7% in Germany and -12.6% in the UK. Total tractor sales by the end of the year were expected to settle at 155,000, much the same as last year, but way down on 2008’s almost 200,000 when the crisis kicked in heavily. IN Europe, the total is expected to be about 140,000, confirming the downward trend from 186,000 in 2008 and 160,000 in 2009.

In Italy, registrations for the first ten months of 2010 showed a fall of 14.5% for tractors, 13.6% for combine harvesters and 8.7% for multi-purpose farm transporters. The UNACOMA-Nomisma joint market observatory forecast year-end sales of no more than 24,000 tractors, and totals much the same as for 2009 as regards tools and equipment.

Elsewhere, the markets showed their other face, especially in India, China and Brazil, where sales march on at record rates and no sign of a crisis is to be seen. India has turned out to be the world’s leading market for agricultural equipment; sales of over 400,000 tractors in 2009, and growth of 30% in the last three years. In China, estimate say tractor sales for 2009 totalled over 300,000 for an increase of 50% in three years, and Brazil’s tractor sales are also roaring ahead — 45,000 sold in 2009 and an increase of over 40% to 60,000 this year.

“The new market geography is a challenge for Italian industry,” commented Goldoni. “To maintain its role of excellence in agricultural machines, it must intensify its strategies for access to new markets by seeking to interpret the specific requirements of the various agricultures and developing forms of cooperation and partnership with the emerging countries’ manufacturers.”

New outlets are then the new horizon, cutting into any expectations harboured for Europe, and above all Italy. Italian agriculture is in crisis with falling profitability and a constant fall in the number of farms, down by 14.5% in 2003-7 and a loss of 50,000 agriculturally related enterprises in 2009 alone. 

“For farms that manage to keep active and competitive,” said Goldoni, “machinery assumes an increasingly important role since it permits efficiency and quality in production.” He added that, if there is a fall in the number of machines, there should be growth in their level of technology: “Support measures for rejuvenating the fleet of machines must be intensified, from a viewpoint that steps beyond incentives and regional plans for agricultural development, including new instruments linked organically to policies for the environment and safety.”
