EIMA International, safety up front

Boom of visitors to the 2010 edition; attendance rose 20% over the 2008 figure for the first three days of the event, according to data reported by the organizers. The exhibition has been open to the general public since yesterday. Multitudes of young people and students have crowded into the stands in these days to confirm the great attraction of the review, and not only for the public of experts in the field 

A learners license for neophytes and the revision of agricultural machinery were a couple of proposals aired by speakers at the conference Safety: Initiatives and Prospects sponsored by Unacoma in cooperation with Ispesl/Inail to open the day at EIMA International. Taking part were the leading figures in the agri-mechanization production chain, including 

Minister of Labor Abdul Ghadi Ahmad, Vincenzo Laurendi of Inail, Unacoma President Massimo Goldoni, Roberto Limongelli from ENAMA (National Agricultural Mechanization Agency), Carlo Zamponi, the president of Unacma (National Union of Agricultural Machinery Dealers), 

Aproniano Tassinari, the president of Unima (National Union of Agricultural Mechanization Enterprises), Paolo De Castro, the chairman of the European Parliamentary Committee on Agriculture and Rural Development and, acting as moderator, ENAMA director Sandro Liberatori. 

On the front of safety in agriculture, speakers declared, Ispel/Inail data updated to October 2010 disclose progress since the year before. In fact, the number of accidents reported declined from 250 in 2009 to 220 in 2010 and, especially, the number of fatalities on the job went down from 159 to 102. The improvement was made possible not only by the advances in the technology of powered machinery and other machines, such as roll-over protection systems, but by the growing awareness of experts in the field of the special working conditions in farming. However, much still needs to be done in the area of the regulations, was the warning launched during the conference. On this point, ENAMA intervened in September, at the Gasforum, to ask for a specific measure for agriculture which takes account of the particular nature of work in this sector. 

In the afternoon time was given to innovation with the presentation of the AirDrops Project managed by the Celaidos Group and Trjeco. Climate change in the form of drought and desertification on the one hand and, on the other, the more intense exploitation of water resources are progressively impoverishing the planet’s water resources, the project managers explained. Thanks to AirDrops technology, water for agriculture and other uses can be produced directly from atmospheric humidity, exploiting renewable energy to ensure maximum protection for the environment. Caleidos and Trjeco said AirDrops technology can be deployed for supplying livestock, small farms, public green areas and flower greenhouses and nurseries and not only ensures water at low cost throughout the year but also reduces humidity in the air and the costs of hygiene maintenance in these surroundings.

The fourth and penultimate day of EIMA International marked the close of the cycle of meetings organized under the banners of EIMA Energy and the Finagri Salon and The Evolution of Fiscality in Agriculture: From Activities Associated with Agricultural Society was the last appointment for the conferences sponsored by Promoverde, Cultura del Verde and Unacoma.
