The EIMA M.i.A. horizontal green 
The multifunctional salon promises new business opportunities in complementary agricultural activities. The management of greenery and bio-architecture are sectors also of interest for young farmers. 
Management of the landscape and habitats, safeguarding biodiversity along with creating and maintaining public and private green areas and sports grounds, geo-thermal power, composting, biomass, vertical farming and soil conservation were the multifunctional activities named in the EIMA M.i.A. Salon dedicated to this issue at EIMA International, the great agricultural machinery exhibition which came to an end today. These options in multifunctional agriculture are aimed at an increasing integration of the city settings and the countryside and creating a greater sensibility in urban planning for the environment.  
This theme salon was furnished as an oasis of green with great grass carpets and bio installations and featured training sessions and conferences. Each of the stands portrayed the company’s specialization in this sector for the purpose of achieving a harmonized balance between the urban and the rural, for stimulating an awareness of city-countryside integration to reach a synthesis of the two which were considered in opposition in an era of uncontrolled pouring of concrete. The minister for the environment, Gianluca Galletti, on a visit to the salon, said conditions today totally different. “There is an increasing interaction between agriculture and the environment and for this reason policies for the environment and agriculture must move ahead hand-in-hand,” he declared. 
Green strip gardens and vertical greenery require advanced machinery and technologies and specialized personnel for creating and maintaining them. M.i.A. worked to spur profitable activities on these concepts and decided to update them for young farmers. Some 3,500 students studying in Italian agrarian institutes visited this theme area in the Palazzo dei Congressi in the Bologna trade fair quarters. Saturday the 12th was set as a special day dedicated to them with the organization of the Young Farmers Association, AGIA, in collaboration with Vodafone. Stefano Boeri, an architect who designed the Vertical Forest building in Milan, took part in a workshop along with agronomists and experts in the field for dealing with the most innovative solutions for planning urban greenery. Also brought in were important training sessions for young farmers and a meeting entitled InterAgiamo with…. Startup in Agriculture: Young Farmers in Alliance with the World of Education.
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
