EIMA: positive balance sheet for the Desk project 
More than a thousand people visited the Live Revision Shop over the first four days of the review set up in the EIMA Desk area where highly qualified technicians demonstrated the work required on obsolete tractors for compliance with current regulations. Training sessions in meetings on the Mech@griJOBS project were a great success with 700 students involved as were the courses on learners licenses with 220 of them taking part.
The Live Revision Shop area was where technicians and highly qualified personnel illustrated the procedures and key factors involved in the verification of tractor revisions. The shop was located in the EIMA Desk, Training and Safety pavilion

focusing on education and instructions with a window created by FederUnacoma with the cooperation of UNACMA, the National Union of Agricultural Machinery Dealers. The revision shop drew as many as a thousand visitors, farmers, business people and experts in the field, during the first four days of the exposition.  
These revisions, a big issue at EIMA International, became mandatory for agricultural machinery as of June 30, 2016 to go into effect in the near future with legislative decrees coming in. Domenico Papaleo from the FederUnacoma Technical Office said, “There are 1.6 obsolete units in use for over twenty years in our tractor inventory and as many as 700,000 not equipped with ROPS protection which can protect the driver from being crushed if the tractor is overturned, the most frequent cause of deaths in agriculture.”

ROPS, rollover protection structures, however, are not the only requirement for meeting the revision requirements which also call for careful controls on the size and wear of tires, that there be no area blocking visibility and devices are installed for  protecting against heated parts and moving parts of the tractor. During the revision procedures great attention will also be trained on the steering mechanism, lights and exhaust emissions. In substance, the technicians delivered explanations to operator in simple and immediate terms for the steps to be taken for bringing tractors up to current regulations and to avoid the fines provided for their failure to apply them.  

Safety was not the only issue covered by the EIMA Desk which also dealt with consultations on the INAIL financial incentives which came in focus in an instruction meeting on the Mech@griJOBS project sponsored by UNACMA. The purpose of the meeting was to give high school students an understanding of agricultural mechanics and illustrate professional profiles and the opportunities offered in this supply chain. The training sessions were attended by more than 600 young students in the first four days of the exposition. 

The EIMA Desk also scored a big success with courses held on getting a learners license for driving tractors set up by FederUnacoma working with Ancor and with the participation of as many as 220 operators which took the advantage of EIMA to qualify for the new requirement. 
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
