                          EIMA International: a heavy agenda for Unacma
The Mech@griJOBS workshop is targeted on schools and the productivity realities of agricultural mechanization and the National Association of Agricultural Machinery Dealers is prepared to present an event within the wealth of appointments on the schedule. Leading off are courses for the delivery of drivers learner licenses and correct maintenance of machinery with Live Mechanics Shop plus thorough studies of policy issues in  seven circular meetings, conferences, presentations for the media and a meeting of experienced workers in the sector. 
More than 800 students and 50 professors are arriving for twelve workshops planned for Thursday 7 and Saturday November 10 led by authoritative speakers from the sphere of expertise and agricultural machinery industries. These are the numbers for the Mech@griJOBS initiative, organized by UNACMA, the National Association of Agricultural Machinery Dealers, in collaboration with FederUnacoma for the 43rd edition of EIMA International, the great exposition of agricultural mechanization running in Bologna from November 7 to 11. The format is designed for meetings for students and the reality of Agro-Mechanical productivity. The Mech@griJOBS event is linked to a protocol subscribed to by UNACMA with the Ministry of Education, MIUR, for alternative schooling. The organizers explained that the object is to inform young people of professionalism and employment in the sector. Again in the field of training is the commitment of UNACMA and FederUnacoma at EIMA International to courses for acquiring drivers learners licenses managed by Ancors with an area dedicated to the Live Mechanics Shop where visitors will be presented with illustrations of the main steps for the revision of agricultural machinery for qualifying with regulations required for this machinery for prospects of future revision of agricultural machinery. 

The schedule of conferences and meetings sponsored by the union reserved for workers is also coming up in the conference hall 1 in Pavilion 33 III. These start Wednesday November 7 at 2:30 pm with a meeting on The Phenomena of Theft of Agricultural Machinery, Testimony on Possible Solutions promoted by UNACMA, CAI and MLS. Set for the afternoon is a CAI assembly and a focus is planned on the problems of the failure of carrying out revisions with the participations of FederUnacoma and UNACMA. On stage for Thursday November 8 is the issue of cooperation in a conference taking up Business Cooperation for Development sponsored by AICS, the Italian Agency for Cooperation and Development and the Third University of Rome. This session will also deal with solidarity with the name UNACMA FOR LIFE with the objective of setting up two mechanics shops for repairing agricultural machinery in Tanzania. On Friday 9 scheduled for 2:30 pm is the INAIL and ANCORS presentation of SECURITY to create incentives for a mindset of safety at work through training activities and information directed to operators.

UNACMA President Roberto Rinaldin and the Climmer president, Erik Hovergost, will meet members of the media at 4:00 to present DSI -- Dealer Satisfaction Index on Italy and Europe and the more current compelling matter of interest in the agricultural machinery sector. On Saturday November 10 at 3:00 pm attention will be trained on Facilitation of ISI-INAIL Tender Notices for agricultural machinery organized by Esseci Studi. On the closing day of the 43rd edition of EIMA International, Sunday November 11, a talk show given a live TV broadcast will take the stage for representatives of the principals associated with agricultural mechanization. The show is scheduled to begin 11:00 am in hall 1 in Pavilion 33 III.
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
