Hydrogeological Dissolution: EIMA proposes Land Worksites
Machinery for agriculture but not that alone. The international EIMA exposition inaugurated this morning in Bologna set up a display of technologies for the maintenance of the land and hosted a workshop on the issue of hydrogeological dissolution and mechanized equipment for work in wooded and rural areas, along watercourse banks and roads. Available today is an ample range of machines capable of making the difference with operations on territories at risk. These include those for forestry work and the management of masses of timber residues, for digging ditches and banks and mechanical shovels of various sizes for all types of operations on the land as well as earthmoving machinery. To handle these issues a conference organized by FederUnacoma, Promoverde and LandMaking and held this morning under the title Hydrogeological Dissolution: An Issue for Mechanization in the setting of mechanization exposition. Covering technical points, Raffaele Spinelli, a researcher for CNR, the National Research Council, emphasized the role that can be played by the mechanical engineering industry in parallel-agricultural and environmental operations. According to estimates presented during the workshop by Lucilla Boschi on the LandMaking staff, the costs committed to repairing damages done by landslides and flooding for the period from 1944 to 2012 came to € 61.5 billion, an enormous sum which underscores the need to prevent these risks by strengthening technological applications. Gianluca Cristoni from Promoverde explained farms make up the true governance of the land for the prevention of dissolution in that they can carry out multifunctional activities for operations for the maintenance of their rural areas, especially on lands at greatest risk which, in Italy, are of enormous concern in that these areas are as many as 5,600 communities equal to 70% of all municipalities. The agricultural and earthmoving machinery market has plunged in Italy due to the ongoing crisis in the farming and construction sectors but highly important potential for this market can be seen in what EIMA International has launched as Land Worksites.
